LINCOLN CATHOLIC ATHLETIC LEAGUE RULES PHILOSOPHY
The philosophy of Catholic education takes into consideration the total personality of the student. As part of our program, then, we teach that each individual person is called to become Christ‑like. In our athletic program we strive to make this principle evident in our teams, coaches and fans. All are to be treated like Christ.

PURPOSE OF THE SPORTS PROGRAM

1. To instill sportsmanship based on a Catholic Christian philosophy.

2. To teach fundamentals of each sport sponsored by the League.

3. To teach the meaning of competition and cooperation through teamwork, self​ discipline, fair play, and self‑esteem.

4. To maintain an organization for inter‑parish competition

5. To insure participation for all members of each team.

To insure that expectations are clear and that reasonable expectations are placed on each age level.

A second goal is to assist athletes to understand and make solid commitments consistent with Scripture. Within this rule book you will see 10 commitments. Feel free to share them with others.

ROLE
OF THE LINCOLN CATHOLIC ATHLETIC LEAGUE

1. Maintain a "Select Committee", composed of three (3) Lincoln Pastors, three (3) Lincoln Principals, and three (3) Lincoln Athletic Directors (appointed on a rotating basis by the Superintendent of Schools).

2. Sponsor a sports program in soccer, basketball and track for boys and

volleyball, basketball , and track for girls, for the Catholic school students

in Lincoln and the surrounding area, and other school students groups as

approved by the Select Committee and the Superintendent of Schools.

3. Sets rules and regulations for all games.

ROLE 
OF THE SELECT COMMITTEE

1.
Hire and supervise the League Director(s)

2.
Monitor all League activities.

3.
Enforce all League Rules.

4.
Operate as a liaison between Pastors, Principles, Athletic Directors,

Coaches and Parents.

5.
Deal with written complaints brought to the Select Committee by the League Director (s).
ROLE 
OF THE LEAGUE DIRECTORS

1.
Hired by, and directly responsible to the Select Committee.

2. The League Director is responsible for all inter‑parish competition play in the sports of soccer, basketball, and track for boys, and volleyball, basketball and track for girls.

3.
The League Director will make all schedules (cleared with Administrators on dates, etc.) And check to see that all officials are NSAA approved.

4.
Call all meetings of coaches and athletic directors as needed.

5.
Schedule teams and assign gyms, fields and tracks when appropriate.

6.
Keep financial records of all League transactions and give reports to the Select Committee.

7. Submit an annual budget to the Lincoln Pastors, collect assessments, and league

Fees (when appropriate) and maintain an accurate Financial Statement.

8. Responsible for supervision of, and authority over, all officials during all League competition.

9. Field all WRITTEN complaints for Select Committee and inform them of such. (If an issue needs to be settled before the Select Committee meets, it shall be Handled by the League Director and the Chairperson of the Select Committee.) All decisions will be final.

10. Meet with the Select Committee as a non‑voting member for monthly meetings. Report all monthly actions that were dealt with to the Select Committee.

COMMITMENT N0. 2‑ TO YOUR FAMILY "Let your father and mother be proud of you, give your mother happiness." ‑ (Prove. 16:20)

11. The final interpreters and arbitrators of the Officials Rules of the

Catholic League shall be a joint decision of the League Director and Chairman or his delegate. The League Director and Chairman shall have the power to interpret the meaning of these rules in given situations in order to promote the best interests of all the teams that participate in the league.

12. In certain unusual circumstances, the League Director may decide to modify certain rules of the League for an individual team or game if he ascertains that such a change (1) does not give one team an unfair advantage over the other teams in the League (2) is necessary to allow a given team the opportunity to participate in the League, and (3) is in the best interest of the League. 

13. It shall be a joint decision of the League Director and Chairman of the Select Committee or his delegate to suspend a team or coach from participation in the League if that team or coach is in violation of the rules or if that team or coach has repeatedly demonstrated conduct unbecoming of the League's policy and thus shall be reviewed by the entire Select Committee.
